For example,
Goodmylk, a Bengaluru
based start-up that sells lac-
tose-free, vegan milk, curd
and mayonnaise and Raw
Pressery that retails coconut
almond and almond milk—
both served a small group of
consumers before taking the
brand to a larger market. And
log on to any of the e-grocers
or step into the large retail
chains and the shelves are
overflowing with non-milk
dairy alternatives.
According to health sur-
veys, a Raw Pressery
spokesperson said, it is
believed that three out of four
persons in India are lactose
intolerant. This makes rough-
ly 75 per cent of the popula-
tion incapable of consuming
conventional dairy products

like cow and buffalo milk.
Add to this, health and fit-
ness concerns fuelling a veg-
an lifestyle, in urban and
semi-urban areas, and the
demand for alternatives to
traditional dairy has risen
sharply.

There has thus been arise
in the demand for animal
products like camel's milk (for
the lactose intolerant) to
plant-based products like soy
milk and almond milk for
vegans. And as more con-
sumers queue up for ‘non-
dairy’ dairy products, brands
are also milking the trend.

Sample this: according to
Euromonitor International,
the organised soy drink mar-
ket has grown from 390.5
crore in 2016 to125.2 crore in
2018 and is expected to grow
at a compounded annual
growth rate (CAGR) of 14.3 per
cent between 2018 and 2023,
at par with the projected 14.7
per cent CAGR for conven-
tional organised milk market.

“Rising health awareness
has also led to a focus on
product innovation, with

manufactures adding more

ingredients to their products,
such as almonds, other nuts
or dried fruits, to enhance
their health credentials. In

addition, technological
advancement in terms of
product storage and hygiene
has improved the shelf life of
these products, enabling
retailers to store them for a
longer period of time and
facilitating transportation to
rural areas so as to increase
penetration,” said an analyst
at Euromonitor International.

It comes as no surprise
then that the largest dairy co-
operative in the country,
Gujarat Co-operative Milk
Marketing Federation, own-
ers of the Amul brand, has
launched camel milk and
added alternatives for the lac-
tose intolerant to its stock
keeping units  (SKUs).
However, the first mover
advantage goes to Rajasthan-
based Aadvik Foods, which
has been tapping urban cen-
tres like NCR, Mumbai,
Hyderabad, Bengaluru and
Chennai with its fresh camel

well as powdered milk online.
Rising number of takers,
especially diabetes patients,
has meant that Aadvik Foods
is now ramping up its pro-
duction by 25-30 per cent.

“Nowadays due to more
and more diagnosis of lactose

=N intolerance, many can-
J&,/ not have regular milk.
~ Also, vegan diets in
urban areas are on the
rise. This has led to
growth in demand for dairy
alternatives. When we started
in 2016 we sold one litre a
month, now we are able to
sell 8000-10000 litres a
month. Camel (milk) now
accounts for 4-5 per cent of
total animal-based dairy,”
said Hitesh Rathi, founder of
Aadvik Foods.

Raw Pressery, primarily a
fresh juice brand, has also
launched its dairy free
almond milk (2018) and is cur-
rently growing its presence
across retail and online chan-
nels. So much so, the Raw
Pressery Almond Milk is now
its leading SKU amidst its
product portfolio.

“More and more people
are making the shift to plant-
based products. Raw Pressery
in its direct to home business
has significant number of
subscribers for the Plain
(unsweetened) version of
Almond Milk,” a Raw Pressery
spokesperson stated.

While changing customer
lifestyles have encouraged
brands to focus on their niche
portfolios more keenly; the
retail landscape—with the
deepening footprint of online
marKketplaces and the aggres-
sive expansion among offline
retailers—is also helping
dairy alternatives find main-
stream relevance.

IndiGo promoters Rahul Bhatia and Rakesh
Gangwal, who together hold 75 per cent
stake in the company, have had a public
showdown after Gangwal wrote to the
Securities and Exchange Board of India
(Sebi) alleging lack of corporate gover-
nance. Gangwal alleged that Bhatia, who
holds controlling power in the company,
has used it to enter questionable related
party transactions between IGE and
IndiGo—two group entities.

“These controlling rights give IGE group
significant influence over the decisions of
the company. Our concern is that such over-
arching control over the company by the
IGE Group should not become a vehicle for
them to enter into related party transac-
tions with the company in the manner that
may have taken place,” Gangwal had writ-
ten on July 8 in a letter addressed to Sebi
chief Ajay Tyagi. This was despite an inde-
pendent forensic audit done by consultan-
cy firm EY finding no “substantial lapse” in
the process. Such transactions also includ-
ed 0.50 and 0.53 per cent of IndiGo’s total
turnover in the last two fiscal.

On Monday night, Damodaran sent an
email to Gangwal, saying his fear that, in the
interim, the IGE group will push through
questionable decisions “does no credit to
the independent directors who will be on
theboard, or to the fiduciary responsibilities
of the directors including those nominated
by the IGE.” He assured Gangwal that after
the Annual General meeting, the firm’s

audit committee and remuneration panel
will meet to finalise the RPT procedure.

Damodaran laid down the sequence of
how the new directors will be added to the
board. The first vacancy will be filled by a
woman independent director, the second
by awhole-time executive director, the third
by an independent director, and the fourth
by an IGE nominee. In the event of the posi-
tion of an independent director falling
vacant, the remuneration committee, head-
ed by Anupam Khanna, will be required to
take steps to fill in the position. While
Gangwal didn’t respond to text messages on
whether he was satisfied with Damodaran’s
assurance, he had previously questioned
the neutrality of the IndiGo board chair-
man, who was earlier Sebi chief.

J&K to get funds...

The Centre has projected to bring down its
fiscal deficit to 3.3 per cent of gross domes-
tic product (GDP) in this fiscal year (2019-20
or FY20) from 34 per cent in FY19.

The MCA said it was necessary to do so to
prevent diversion of funds.

However, the MCA said the audit firms
could be granted relief so that they could
meet their operational costs such as salaries,
electricity bills, transportation and rental
costs. In the case of partners of the audit
firms named in the SFIO complaint, they
would be allowed to withdraw a sum of 1
lakh per month. The MCA has also moved
an affidavit in the NCLT, seeking the tri-
bunal’s nod to appoint auditors at IL&FS,
IFIN, and IL&FS Transportation Networks.

The MCA said the new board led by Uday
Kotak had suggested two accounting firms
for the job —oneto do the recasting and the
other for auditing the books.

Another matter concerning the auditors
of IFIN is pending in the NCLT wherein the
MCA has sought to ban them for five years
based on the SFIO investigation for collud-
ing with the erstwhile management of IFIN
and not raising red flags despite being aware
of the sorry state of the company. The tri-
bunal has reserved its order after hearing the
arguments of the MCA and the auditors.

The SFIO, in its complaint, had alleged
the auditors were aware that IFIN was lend-
ing to defaulting borrowers through group
firms so that it could suppress its non-per-
forming assets and not provide for the bad
debt. The SFIO report said the auditors failed
to verify the end-use of bank finances and
money raised through non-convertible
debentures, despite it being a regulatory
requirement. The SFIO complaint goeson to
allege that the auditors falsified IFIN’s finan-
cial statements from FY14 to FY18 and did
not report the negative net-owned funds,
aswell as its negative capital to risk (weight-
ed) assets ratio, resulting in loss to those
who had invested in the company’s NCDs.
